As you work with your text, consider all the ways you can connect with it.
Here are some effective reading strategies that will help you:

· Vocabulary—define words or phrases; make the meaning clear; explore why the author would have used those words.

· Make connections to other parts of the text.  Don’t be afraid to use quotes—just use MLA style.

· Make text-to-text, text-to-world, and text-to-self connections.

· Rewrite, paraphrase, or summarize particularly difficult parts of the text.
· Give the historical context of situations described in the text, when appropriate.
· Activate prior knowledge to create connections with the text.
· Give an explanation of the text for clarity.
· Analyze the text (or parts of it) by drawing warranted inferences.
· Do research, if directed by your teacher.
· Ask questions of the text, and make predictions based on those questions.
· Identify and draw conclusions about the author’s use of literary devices (for example, imagery, connotation, tone, simile, metaphor, personification, allusions, etc.).
